Rhys Millen Racing’s Hyundai Genesis 775 horsepower and 750 pound-feet of torque PM580 Pikes Peak racer "Project Record Retrieval" vehicle was fine-tuned for the Pikes Peak International Hill Climb on June 27. On board was a Snow Performance Boost Cooler® designed to help cool the intake charge during the rigors of  climbing to over 14,000 ft elevation.

Specifically, the 2010 RMR Hyundai PM580, powered by 4.1-liter turbo V6 power plant (which was stroked to 4.1 liters from a 3.8-liter Hyundai Lambda engine) tipped the scales at 1,930 pounds. The chassis started as a Palmer Jaguar JP1, and the all-wheel-drive power is routed through a paddle-shifted Weismann five-speed transmission and three differentials.

The car accelerates from 20-125 mph in just 5.94 seconds, which is impressive when you compare it to the 9.55 seconds it takes the Corvette ZR-1 to accelerate through the same range.
The Pikes Peak Hill Climb, the second oldest racing event in the country takes place annually, starts at an elevation of 9,300 feet, and finishes at an elevation of 14,110 feet – where the air is so thin drivers’ reaction times begin to slow and their race car engines lose 30 percent of their power. Drivers drift around 146 corners in 12.42 miles of track made up of dirt and asphalt, nearly missing guard rails and trees, while avoiding cliffs with 2,000-foot drop-offs.
